The fly is a silver mylar
body, big bright red throat and a mallard flank wing. | was fishing down a steep bank, close to
shore and overhanging trees. An area very difficult to reach but it paid off. We quit at 3pm with
no other luck for either of us. The day was warm for this time of the year and sunny. The river is
low and clear.
